Dr. Bill Price, PVA Officials Chair, brought the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  He asked if there were any additions to the agenda, and none were offered.

Dr. Price said that the Indoor and Outdoor schedule prepared by Ron Clarke, PVA Officials Vice Chair, are posted on the PVA web site (www.usatf.org/assoc/pva).  If anyone has more meets to add, it was suggested that Ron Clarke be contacted so he could update the schedule.  Dr. Price also reminded officials that for the meets he is getting officials for, they need to fill out the application form and return it to him ASAP.  Those wanting to work meets Ron Clarke is responsible for should contact him, and those wanting to work Navy meets should contact Warren House.  For meets that others are responsible for, please contact the person shown in the schedule as the contact person.
Ron Clarke reported on the budget committee report.  Ron Clarke, Mike McCoy and Lloyd McMillan make up the budget committee.  A budget for 2008 – 2012 was presented.  The proposed budget is posted on the PVA web site for comment by officials, and the comment are to be made to Ron Clarke at reuclarke@hotmail.com.  Included in the budget is a proposal for PVA to provide funds for PVA Officials to buy rule books to sell to its members.  A set number of books would be purchased to insure all would be sold for a small profit.  Also, it was proposed that PVA Officials pay a larger fee, maybe $10 per year or $40 per Olympiad.  This would provide extra money to cover expenses in addition to copying, postage and other supplies that are now paid out of the $5 fee now charged each official per Olympiad.  The budget would need to be approved by the PVA Executive Council.  The budget proposal will be discussed at the next PVA Officials meeting, and a proposal agreed upon for submission to the PVA Executive Committee.
Mike McCoy presented a proposal to revise the Standard Operating Procedures for the PVA Officials.  The revised SOPs would set up the officers as the Chair, Vice Chair and the Secretary, all of which would be elected.  Currently the Chair is elected, as per the PVA by-laws, but no other officials or organizational structure is listed.  The current PVA Officials SOP is not sufficient in the current environment.  Mr. McCoy researched what some of the other USATF association Officials Committees have for SOPs and used some of their language in drafting his revision.  The proposed revised PVA Officials Committee SOPs are on the web site for PVA Officials to comment.  Please send your comments to Mike McCoy at mc_coy3@hotmail.com.  The proposed revisions to the PVA Officials SOP will be discussed at the next meeting and if all agreed, would be voted on for acceptance.
Dr. Price brought up a proposed PVA Officials Training Plan.

Umpires training:  Dr Price said that he is working with the USATF Initial Training Sub-committee in developing an Umpires Training Module, which he will help present at the USATF convention in Hawaii the last of this month.  He will bring the module back and use it for PVA officials training at the January 13, 2008 All Comers meet at PG Complex.  Several other PVA officials have signed up to help with the training.

Horizontal Jump officials training is proposed for January 27, 2008 at the All Comers meet at PG Complex.  Mike McCoy has volunteered to head up the training.  

Throws officials training is proposed for February 24, 2008 at the All Comers meet at PG Complex.  Warren House had volunteered to head up this training.  Also, Starter officials training is proposed for the same meet, and Lloyd McMillan has volunteered to head up this training.
PVA officials were reminded to routinely visit our PVA Officials Corner at the PVA web site for pertinent information such as tid-bits.  Also PVA Officials are encouraged to join the PVA Officials discussion group to keep up with new requests and information. During the meeting, it was announced by Jan Price that she received a phone call the long time PVA Official, Ari Guttmann had died of cancer and his funeral would be the next day.  She did not have information on where the funeral would be, but would try to have it yet tonight or tomorrow morning.  A moment of silence was held for Ari.  Dr. Price will notify the National USATF Officials Committee of Ari’s death so he can be recognized at the convention.
