REPORT of PVA Officials Committee as of May 15, 2008

There are currently about 400 PVA USATF Officials that have been certified since the last Olympiad.

New Standard Operating Procedures have been adopted.  There will be an Executive Committee consisting of the Officials Chair, a Vice Chair, a Secretary and three At Large Members.  The Official’s Chair will be elected at the PVA election.  The Vice Chair, Secretary and three At Large Members will be elected at the first PVA Officials Meeting following the PVA election, and that will be June 11 at Walter Johnson, HS in Bethesda, MD.  Previously, the SOP called for the Official’s Chair and the appointment by the Chair of a Vice Chair, 4 Regional Directors and a Secretary.  Two main committees will be set up by the Official’s Chair, a training committee and a certification committee.  Dr. Bill Price is the current Chair, and Ronald Clarke is the current Vice Chair.

A budget has been prepared by the Official’s Committee and submitted on April 15, 2008 to Francis Brown, PVA President and Chair of the PVA Budget Committee.  The budget includes income from a $20 fee for certification or recertification per official per Olympiad.  There will be money for certification clinics, including copying USATF tests and information pertinent to certification/education.  There will also be money for specific training such as starting, umpiring, implement inspection and field events.  There will also be money for special projects as deemed necessary by the Official’s Executive Committee, the Official’s Committees, and the Official’s Membership.

The PVA Officials have held 7 meetings since Oct of 2006 and the minutes of each has been posted on the PVA website shortly after the meetings.  The meetings have been used to adopt the new SOP, the budget, and to inform officials of training and certification clinics.  A list of meets needing officials has been prepared by the Vice Chair and made available on the PVA web site.  
Three Official’s training clinics have been held since January 1, 2008.  One was for Umpires, a second for Horizontal Jumps and a third for Starters.

The PVA Official’s web site has been kept up to date.  It includes announcement of meeting, clinics and tidbits of information important to officials.  All the meeting minutes are there, the list of meets needing officials, the new SOP and, the proposed budget are there.  Information is there on where to buy shirts, apparel, etc. 

The current PVAOfficial’s Chair has coordinated officials for the Association Championships as requested and has been present and active at all the Association JO Qualifiers.

PVA Officials represent PVA on the National Officials committee.

Ken Taylor is the National Official’s Committee Treasurer and the National Official’s Committee representative to the USATF Organizational Services Committee
Dr. Bill Price is a member of the National Official’s Rules Committee (responsible for writing tests), and a member of the National Official’s Initial Training Sub-Committee 
Jan Price is a member of the National Official’s Appeals/Selection Committee and received a President of USATF Award in 2007, along with Bill.
Michael McCoy is a member of the National Official’s Affirmative Development Sub-Committee.
