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Section 1	Name

The Men's Track and Field (hereinafter "MT&F") committee is defined as a Sports Committee under USATF Bylaws and Operating Regulations. Nothing in these operating procedures shall conflict with, or be interpreted as conflicting with, the provisions of any USATF bylaw and/or operating regulation.

Section 2	Jurisdiction

The MT&F committee has jurisdiction over indoor and outdoor track and field activity for junior and open men (of any age 14 years and older), not including track races of greater than 10,000 meters.

Section 3	Duties and Responsibilities

The MT&F committee shall:

A.	Have jurisdiction over the national track and field championships 	(and, where applicable, regional championships) and institute, 	conduct and manage such championships under Regulation 18;

B.	Coordinate the annual competition calendar with the National 	Office;

C.	Approve all track and field records; and

D.	Recommend to the Board candidates for nomination to serve in the 	IAAF under Regulation 17, as appropriate.

Section 4	Membership

The MT&F committee membership shall be constituted as set forth in Regulation 11.A.4. and as depicted in Exhibit E of the USATF Governance Manual. In order to participate at MT&F committee meetings, an individual must be a currently registered member of USATF and be certified by their Association, organization or committee to serve on MT&F under Regulations 8 and 11.

A.	Associations.	

One member appointed by each accredited Association, for a total number of Association representatives not to exceed 57. 

B.	Sports Organizations.

(i)	Three members appointed by sports organizations 				conducting substantial programs or track and field 				competitions, including the NCAA, NFSHSA, NAIA, and 				NJCAA.

(ii)	One member from other recognized sports organizations or 			constituent members, including the RRCA, Running USA, US 			Armed Forces, USCCA and USTMDA.

C.	Athletes for the Disabled.	
One member to represent the collective disabled athletes selected by the Athletics for the Disabled Committee.
D.	Officials representative.	
One member selected by and from the Officials Committee.
E.	At large members.	  
Five members selected by the MT&F committee.
F.	Elected officers and other positions.  
Any person selected by the MT&F committee to serve as an officer, not to exceed ten additional members.
G.	Active Athletes.	
Thirty-one active athletes selected by the active athletes registered at the USATF meeting who are engaged in track and field.
H.	Coaches.  
Nine coach representatives selected by the Coaches Advisory committe to represent each of the following coaching associations: NCAA-Div I TCA; NCAA-Div II TCA; NCAA-Div III TCA; NAIA coaches; NHSACA; NJCAA TCA; USTCA; NWAACC; and the CCCCCTCA.


Section 5	Committee Meetings
A.	MT&F shall hold its annual general meeting in conjunction with the 	USATF Annual Meeting. The committee may hold special meetings 	if called by the Chair, at his or her own initiative, or by twenty 	percent (20%) of the committee's membership upon thirty (30) days 	written notice. 
B.	There will be a published agenda available at least twenty four (24) 	hours prior to the committee's first scheduled session. Additional 	items added to the agenda shall not include any item where action 	of the committee is necessary, unless seventy five percent (75%) of 	the members of the group then present agee. 
C.	All meetings of the committee and its executive committee, board, 	or task group shall be open to all USATF individual members. No 	meeting of any meeting shall be closed unless seventy five percent 	(75%) of the members of the group then present agree to close the 	session. 
D.	A quorum for any committee shall consist of twenty five percent 	(25%) of its members.

Section 6	Committee Leadership
A.	The chair shall be elected by the general membership at the Annual 	Meeting for the year in which the Summer Olympic Games are 	scheduled to be held as set forth in Regulation 9, subject to Board 	approval. The election of the MT&F chair shall be conducted at the 	committee's annual general meeting that year held separately from 	the general USATF election process.
B.	The chair shall serve for a four year term and be responsible for 	presiding at all MT&F meetings. The chair will generally ensure that 	the committee's duties and responsibilities are properly carried 	out, either directly or by MT&F officers and/or subcommittee 	representatives.
C.	The chair may be removed for good cause by a two-thirds vote of 	the MT&F committee at its annual general meeting or at a special 	meeting called for that purpose, as set forth in Regulation 11. 	Where the chair is removed at the Annual Meeting, the committee 	will elect a successor.
D.	If the chair resigns or otherwise becomes unable to serve, the 	Organizational Services Committee shall conduct a mail ballot of 	the general membership to elect a successor, as set forth in 	Regulation 11.
E.	The chair may appoint additional officers to carry out the duties 	and responsibilities of the committee, subject to the approval of 	the committee. Such officers may include a Vice Chair to preside 	over meetings or otherwise serve in the chair's absence, and a 	Recording Secretary who shall cause to be kept and distributed 	minutes of committee meetings to the membership and to the CEO.	Such additional officers shall serve during the tenure of the chair.
Section 7	Amendments
These Operating Procedures may be amended by the Executive Committe at any time, subject to ratification by a majority vote of the committee at its annual general meeting. In addition, any member may submit a proposed amendment to the Chair at any time for the Executive Committee's consideration and approval.
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
