


Coaching Education Committee Operating Procedures
Per Regulation 12.E.1, the Coaching Education Committee of USATF was established and instructed as follows: 
1. Duties and responsibilities:
a) [bookmark: _GoBack]Define and develop curricula for licensing and certifying coaches at all levels in athletics, and share that curriculum with association coach’s education committees through national office management. Continue to develop curricula that meets 21st century learning models.
b) Certification: Develop and maintain certification programs with an accreditation through an outside agency.
c) Materials: Create the appropriate materials and manuals to assist the instructors and trainees;
d) Education: Coordinate, maintain, develop and administer a strict instructor training course to ensure consistent delivery of materials and curricula involved in the professional pathway;
e) Evaluation: Maintain a robust system of evaluative tools to allow for appropriate feedback from students;
f) Coordination: Coordinate the above activities with all interested committees of USATF, including, but not limited to, the Men’s and Women’s Development Committees and the Sports Medicine and Science Committee:
g) Administration: Have the right to create subcommittees and an executive subcommittee to carry out  its duties and responsibilities;

h) List: Maintain a list which includes the names of all certified coaches and  their levels. This list is to be housed within the national office data base and is to be distributed upon request. 
i) Makeup: The committee shall consist of the following components:
National subcommittee: This subcommittee shall consist of members who, unless otherwise specified, shall be appointed by the High Performance and Long Distance Running divisional chairs and the Athletes Advisory and Coaches Advisory Committee, with the President’s approval. The committee members shall be as follows:
i. Chair: Larry Judge

iv. Director of instructional quality: Matt Lydum
v. Director of event specific curriculum: Glenn McAtee

viii. Throws curriculum: Mike Judge
ix. Endurance curriculum: Dave Mills
x. Combined events curriculum: Mike Turk
xi. Director of Special Projects: Joe Vigil
xii. Director of Technology: Tyler Wingard
xiii. Director of Sport Science curriculum and instruction: Dave Bellar
xiv. Biomechanics: Phil Cheetham
xv. Psychology: Gloria Blaguie
xvi. Physiology: Kevin McGill
xvii. Training Theory: Denise Wood
xviii. Director of Coaching Services: Cliff Rovelto
xix. One (1) member appointed by each of the following sport committees: Men’s Track & Field; Women’s Track & Field; Men’s Long Distance Running; Women’s Long Distance Running; Race Walking; and Youth Athletics;
xx. The following at-large representatives (or their designees): High Performance Division chair; Long Distance Running; Cross Country Council chair; Men’s Development Committee chair;  Women’s Development Committee chair; Sports Medicine & Science Committee chair; Coaches Advisory Committee chair; and Associations Committee chair; and
Eight (8) Active Athlete members selected by the active athlete delegates to USATF, at least (1) of whom shall represent the following: Track; Field; Long Distance Running; Cross country running; and Race walking
j) Association subcommittee: This subcommittee shall consist of the chair of coaching education from each association that has a coaching education committee, plus that number of active athlete delegates to USATF equal to at least twenty percent (20%) of the total resulting membership. Associations shall endeavor to structure their coaching education committees to coincide with the national subcommittee’s structure, taking into account regional differences. The Association president shall appoint an Association coaching education chair unless otherwise provided in the Association’s bylaws.

k) USATF membership: In order to participate as a USATF Committee member, and individual must be a member of USATF.

l) General Provisions: Per Regulation 11.A.6, the Committee shall hold its annual meeting in conjunction with the USATF annual meeting. The Committee may hold special meetings if called by the chair, at his or her own initiative, or by twenty percent (20%) of the committee’s membership, upon thirty (30) days written notice. There will be a published agenda available at least twenty four (24) hours prior to the committee’s first scheduled session. Additional items added to the agenda shall not include any item when action of the committee is necessary, unless seventy-five percent (75%) of the members of the group  present agree to close the session. A quorum for any committee shall consist of twenty-five (25%) of its members.
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
